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Our Friends of Green Hill Cemetery (FOGHC) second full year of activities were productive and fun!

Two walking tours entitled 6The Plarg and The Plantédvere LINB A Sy 4§ SR 2y a2 i KSNRa 51|&
weekends, highlighting horticultural and historical aspects of Green Hill, attended by increasingly large groups. At
the request of groups who cannot walk the cemetery, virtual tours of Green Hill were provided via PowerPoint
presentations for several garden club meetings.

Volunteer work sessions on the 3™
Saturday mornings of most months
engaged a dozen volunteers to clip vines,
lop shrubs, and remove sucker branches,
throughout the cemetery. This makes
mowing easier for cemetery staff who
kindly remove piles of vegetative debris
accumulated after these work days.

Our financial contributions matched City funds toward purchase of two long-lasting bronze plaques indicating
Green Hill Cemetery - Established 1877
which now are attached to both granite
entrance walls. Both entrances were
weeded throughout the year and a row of
Helleborus (Lenten Rose) were donated
and planted outside each entrance. These
winter blooming perennials will brighten
entrances for years to come.
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Thanks to a generous 2011 donation from
the S.J. Edwards Foundation , contributions
from other individuals, and our tours,
Friends of Green Hill completed purchase of
three handsome metal benches and two
sturdy picnic tables and benches installed by
City staff, providing prime resting areas and
vistas across Green Hill Cemetery.




Our new expansive Gathering Area received its inaugural plantings of evergreen and deciduous trees (magnolia and
holly) and dozens of perennial shrubs (such as beauty berry and butterfly bush) and flowers (peonies, lilies, and
jonquils). Funding was generated by contributions solicited by David Craft, funds raised by walking tours and
virtual tours provided by Ann Stringfield, labor implemented by an Eagle Scout project of Alexander Valitutto, and
assistance, advice, equipment and permission from City Cemetery Superintendent Mike Moye and his staff.

Thanks to design assistance of FOGHC volunteer Doug Spencer in coordination
cemetery staff, this Gathering Area today fulfills its envisioned purposes. While
the outer crescent continues service for dirt dumping and tractor drive through,
over 40 plantings will gradually screen the service area while providing multi-
season botanical interest. Two sturdy picnic tables, secured on concrete pads,
encourage cemetery visitors to gather, pause, and reflect in this lovely new focal
point in Green Hill. Future plans include construction of a short curved wall, a
welcoming sign, and plaques thanking donors.

In Green Hill, Boy Scout Trent Harshey found a perfect project toward his Eagle Scout award.
Trent refurbished theentire/ KA f RNB Y Q& (CHS} céntetery [@o6) dleningistones of 40
infants buried there, stabilizing the central cross, adding a small stone wall, and beautifying with
long-blooming roses and dwarf evergreen boxwoods. At 5 months of age, Trent was adopted
through the CHS and now at 18 years of age has returned his gratitude through service.
